MISSION OF THE MONTH: Our Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod has a long history of mission
work in Brazil, beginning in 1900 with the arrival of its first missionaries. The initial focus was on
serving German immigrants, but the mission expanded, leading to the formation of the Evangelical
Lutheran Church of Brazil (IELB). While the IELB became independent in 1980, it remains a partner
church of LCMS, with ongoing collaboration in mission and ministry. Our July mission of the month is
Mission to Brazil.
