MISSION OF THE MONTH: Our August Mission of the Month, Feed My Starving Children, was founded in
1987 by Minnesota businessman Richard Proudfit. After returning from a mission trip in Honduras, he felt
challenged by the poverty he had experienced on this trip. He felt that God was calling him to feed His starving
children and began working to develop an effective, nutritious meal formula. With the help of a team of Cargill
food scientists and colleagues from General Mills and Pillsbury, he developed a vitamin-and-mineral fortified rice
meal for malnourished children which he called MANNA PACK RICE. When Green Giant donated one million plastic
bags, the scientists experimented with packing the meals in plastic bags, and FMSC’s volunteer meal-packing
model was born.

SHARE THE JOY: A November 17, 2024 Lutheran Church Charities online devotion was called “Evangelize or
Fossilize.” It started with this question: "If your church doors closed tomorrow, would anyone other than your
congregation notice the difference?” The devotion went on to point out that early believers, without air travel or
television or printing presses, forbidden by the government to speak about Jesus, devoid of culture or class, were
dynamic witnesses. Through the power of the Holy Spirit, people listened. They did much with very little, and we
often do little with much. The conclusion—"they reached the world for Christ because they were willing to devote
their lives for His cause. You must do so also.”
